Again this month, our stories
all point to Jesus’ power. By
healing, providing, calming the
storm and walking on water, Je-
sus showed that He was no ordi-
nary man. He was God’s son!

It’s so important for our chil-
dren to hear these stories at
this phase of life. Right now,
their capacity for faith is at
its peak. They are most likely
to believe what they are told.
And while their little minds are
growing and absorbing, we have
the opportunity to establish es-
sential truths. So we make the
most of this preschool phase,
filling their hearts with sto-
ries of Jesus, and modeling our
own faith in His power.
