
Use pretend food and dishes to  

prepare a meal for a friend. Talk 

about favorite foods to serve, and 

and how to prepare the house for 

company. Let your child tell you 

the story of Jesus sharing a meal 

with His friends, Mary and Martha. 

Take advantage of driving time to sing 

songs of praise. Remind your child is a 

way that we honor Jesus and worship 

Him. Let your child share this months 

stories, of how others showed their 

love for Jesus by giving, and by lis-

tening to Him.  

 

This month we begin learning the 

Lord’s Prayer. Encourage your child as 

he memorizes this beautiful example 

from Jesus! 

This month in preschool we’re focusing on 

Jesus’ love, how he showed it and shared 

it with all. You have huge potential to 

teach your little one what love looks 

like. Unfortunately, for young children, 

they might think that love means getting 

their way, and children will not always 

understand their parents’ decisions.  

Remind your children of these 3 true 

things when they wonder why you said 

“no”: 

1.God wants me to raise you to know His 

ways. (Proverbs 22:6; Deuteronomy 6:4 9) 

2.It’s God’s plan for parents to be in 

charge at home. (Ephesians 6:1; Exodus 

20:12) 

3.I love you all the time, no matter what, 

and want what’s best for you. (I John 

4:11)
