To quote 

a popular book, parenting is 

not for cowards! 

Just as God commissioned 

Joshua for a big role, God has 

given you an important job as 

a parent. May you, like Josh-

ua, find encouragement in 

God’s promises that you can 

be brave in parenting. He is 

with you, and He will help you.
